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Goc¢ Arastirmalar Vakfi tarafindan dizenlenen bu ¢alistay, Tur-
kiye'deki gégmenlerin karsilastigl temel sorunlar ele almak ve
bu sorunlara yonelik etkili ¢ézimler gelistirmek amaciyla ger-
ceklestirilmistir. Turkiye'nin gégmen politikalarini daha sirdiri-
lebilir ve kapsayici bir yapiya kavusturma yolunda énemli bir
adim olan bu organizasyon, gé¢menlerin yasadigi zorluklar ve
bu zorluklarin toplumsal uyum Gzerindeki etkilerini derinlemesi-
ne inceleme firsati sunmustur.

OZETI

Calistayda elde edilen tespitler ve gelistirilen 6neriler, birlik-
te yasanabilir bir toplum olusturma konusunda politika yapicilar,
saha ¢alisanlar, akademisyenler, burokratlar ve diger paydaslar
igin yol gosterici niteliktedir. Gogmen 6grenciler icin uyum prog-
ramlar olusturulmasi, toplum genelinde bilinglendirme kampan-
yalarinin dizenlenmesi ve medyanin sdylemlerinin dizenlenmesi
gibi somut adimlar, birlikte yasanabilir bir toplumu desteklemek
icin atilmasi gereken kritik adimlar ortaya koymaktadir.
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Barinma kosullarinin iyilestirilmesi, saglik sigortasi ve kayit si-
reclerinin basitlestiriimesi gibi dneriler, gd¢menlerin temel haklari-
na daha kolay erisim saglamalari igin gerekli dizenlemeleri isaret
etmektedir. Calistay sUresince gelistirilen bu ve bunun gibi ¢6zim
Onerileri, gogmenlerin yasam kalitesini artirmayi ve toplumsal ba-
rns1 giglendirmeyi amaglarken daha yagsanabilir bir toplum idea-
line hizmet etmektedir.

Gogmenlerin karsilastigl sorunlarin ¢6zOmuUne yonelik hukuki
yardim hizmetlerinin genisletilmesi ve adli destek mekanizmala-
rinin guglendirilmesi gibi adimlar, hem gé¢cmenlerin haklarini ko-
ruma hem de toplumsal uyumu saglama agisindan biyitk dnem
tasimaktadir.

Calistay, ayni zamanda gégmenlerle ilgili farkindaligr artirma
ve gogcmenlerin toplumsal entegrasyonunu destekleme konusunda
cesitli aktorler arasinda is birligini tesvik etmistir. Kamu kurumlari,
Universiteler ve sivil toplum kuruluslarinin katiimiyla gergeklesen bu
calistay, gégmen sorunlarina yonelik daha kapsamli ve koordineli
bir yaklagim benimsenmesi gerektigini gdzler dnine sermistir.

Go6¢ Arastirmalar Vakfi olarak, bu ¢alistayin sonuglarinin Torki-
yenin goc¢ politikalarina énemli katkilar saglayacagina inaniyoruz.
Geligtirilen oneriler, gdgmenlerin yasamlarini iyilestirmeye yonelik
somut adimlar atilmasini tegvik edecek ve toplumun genel refahina
katkida bulunacaktir. Toplumsal barigi ve dayanismayr giglendir-
mek adina, gégmenlere yoénelik daha kapsayici ve empatiye da-
yali bir yaklasim benimsemek, hepimizin ortak sorumlulugudur.

Bu calistayda emegi gegen herkese tesekkir ediyor ve bu
alandaki ¢alismalarimizin devam edecegini belirtmek istiyoruz.
Birlikte daha kapsayici, adil ve mireffeh bir toplum insa edebiliriz.
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Torkiye'de yasayan géemenlerin karsilastigl temel sorunlarin tespi-
ti ve bu sorunlara yonelik ¢6zOm énerilerinin gelistirilmesi amaciyla
gerceklestirilen calisma, egitim, saglik, barinma, istihdam, givenlik
ve hukuk perspektifleriyle gdgmenlerin igerisinde bulundugu mev-
cut durumu betimlemektedir. Bu baglamda ¢alisma; gégmen kar-
sithginin, aynmciligin, étekilestirmenin ve medyanin etkilerinin go¢-
menlerin yasamlarini olumsuz etkiledigini vurgulamaktadir.

Calistay iki giin sUren yogun bir program gergevesinde gergek-
lestirilmistir. Ik giin, gé¢cmenlerin yasadig sorunlar genel bir cer-
cevede tUm katilimcilarin gorUslerini belirttigi oturumlar seklinde
dUzenlenmis, ikinci gin ise belirlenen konu basliklar etrafinda
daha derinlemesine grup ¢alismalar yapilmisti. Kamu kurumla-
r, Universiteler ve sivil toplum kuruluglarindan gelen toplamda 42
katihmci, gé¢menlerin sorunlarini dogrudan ifade etmis ve bu so-
runlara yonelik ¢6zUm énerileri sunmustur. Calistay sirasinda yo-
pilan tartismalar ve sunulan oneriler ses kayitlanyla belgelenmis
ve tematik analiz yontemi kullanilarak degerlendirilmistir.

Calistayda elde edilen bulgular genel olarak, gégmen karsit-
hginin toplum iginde kutuplagsmalara ve gatismalara yol acgtigini
gostermektedir. Ayrimceilik ve 6tekilestirmenin gé¢cmenlerin eko-
nomik bagimsizliklarini kazanmasini zorlastirdigi ve kot yasam
kosullarina neden oldugu tespit edilmistir. Medyanin gé¢cmenle-
re yonelik olumsuz sdéylemleri; kamuoyunda 6nyargilar ve ay-
rnmcihgr artirmakta, bunun da gé¢gmenlerin toplumsal uyumunu
zorlastirdigl gindeme getirilmistir. Gogmenlerin barinma, saglk
hizmetlerine erisim ve ¢aligma izinleri gibi temel haklar agisindan
ciddi sorunlar yasadigi vurgulanmistir. Ayrica, gegici koruma yo-
netmeligi, calisma izinleri, seyahat sireci ve sinir digi etme uy-
gulamalari ve politikalari gibi noktalardaki gégmen politikalari-
nin gok baslilig ve hukuki destek mekanizmalarindaki eksiklikler
de ¢alistayda gindeme gelen énemli bulgular arasindadir.

Yapilan galistayin sonucunda, gégmenlerin karsilastigi sorun-
larin ¢6zimuine yonelik cesitli dneriler gelistirilmistir. Bu dneriler
arasinda okullarda gégmen 6grenciler igin 6zel uyum programla-
rinin gelistiriimesi, toplum genelinde bilinglendirme kampanyalari-
nin dizenlenmesi ve medyanin gégmenlere yonelik sdylemlerinin
sorgulanmasi dnerilmistir. Ayrica, gdcmenlerin barinma kosullari-
nin iyilestiriimesi, saglik sigortasi ve kayit streglerinin basitlestiril-
mesi, psikososyal destek hizmetlerinin gelistirilmesi, gd¢cmenlerin
istihdam olanaklarinin artirlmasi ve adil is kosullarinin saglan-
masinin gerekliligi vurgulanmigtir. Hukuki yardim hizmetlerinin ge-
nisletilmesi, gé¢gmenlere yonelik siddet ve suistimalin 6nlenmesi
icin adli destek mekanizmalarinin gi¢lendirilmesi ve gégmenlerin
guvenligini saglamak amaciyla kolluk kuvvetlerinin egitilmesi de
onemli 6neriler arasinda yer almaktadir.

ddatha fazle bitg icin
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Gogmenlerin otekilestiriimesi ve gdemen karsithgi, gbnimizde
pek cok Ulkede artan bir sorun olarak degerlendiriimektedir.
Tarih boyunca gégmenler, dinya genelinde her zaman var ol-
muslardir. Bu durum, insan hareketliligi, kiltirel etkilesimler ve
toplumsal dénUsumlerin dogal bir sonucu olarak gérilmektedir.
Ancak ginimuzde, gégmenlere karsi gelistirilen 6nyargi ve ote-
kilestirme, birlikte yasanabilirligi ve toplumsal barigi tehdit eden
bir unsura dénUsmektedir.

Gogmen karsithginin temelinde, biyuk 6lgide yanlis bilgi-
lendirme ve 6nyargilar yatmaktadir (Barrera Rodriguez, Guriev,
Henry ve Zhuravskaya, 2017; Liu, 2023; Tas ve Tas, 2018). Ni-
tekim giUncel séylemde dnemli bir yer tutan gé¢menlerin sug
oranlar bu yanls bilgilendirmelere érnek teskil etmektedir. Te-
melde gé¢menlerin sug oranlarini artirdigina dair yaygin inanis-
lar, bilimsel verilerle desteklenmemektedir. Aksine, birgcok aras-
tirma, gégmenlerin oransal olarak yerel halktan daha disik sug
oranlarina sahip oldugunu géstermektedir. Bu durum, gégmen-
lerin toplumdaki olumsuz algisinin gergeklerle bagdasmadigini
ortaya koyan kritik ¢iktilardan biri olarak kabul edilmektedir (Ig-
natans ve Roebuck, 2018; Koganli, 2023; Light, He ve Robey,
2020; Vaughn ve Salas-Wright, 2018).

Genel olarak gégin ve gégmenlerin Glke ekonomisine ve re-
fah seviyesine katkilari da gbéz ardi edilmemelidir. Gégmenler,
is gucU piyasasinda dnemli bir yer tutmakta, gesitli sektorlerde
emek arzi saglayarak ekonomik biyimeye katkida bulunmak-
tadirlar. Ayrica, gégmenlerin girisimcilik faaliyetleri, yenilikgi is
modelleri ve kultirel zenginlikleri ile toplumlarin ekonomik ve
sosyal dokusunu giclendirmektedir. Amerika Birlesik Devletle-
rinde yapilan bir arastirma, gé¢menlerin 2017 yilinda Ulkedeki
girisimlerin yUzde 25'ini olusturdugunu ve ekonomik biyimeye
onemli katkilar sagladigini géstermektedir (Kerr ve Kerr, 2020).
Dinyada da yapilan pek ¢cok ¢calisma, gégmenlerin orta dlgekli
isletmeler icin 6Gnemli bir isgicU olusturdugunu, ayrica Ulke eko-
nomisine kayda deger katki sagladiklarini agiklamaktadir (Jin-
no ve Yasuoka, 2022; Pizza, 2018; Pulido ve Varén, 2020; Sun,
2022).

Gogmenler, cesitli farkli beceriler ve yeteneklerle geldikleri
Ulkelere deger katmaktadir. Egitimli gégmenler, bilim, teknolo-
ji, mUhendislik ve tip gibi alanlarda énemli katkilar saglamak-
ta, bilgi ve deneyimlerini paylasarak toplumsal gelisime katki-
da bulunmaktadirlar. Nitekim Kanada'da gégmenlerin bilimsel
arastirmalara ve yenilikgi projelere katki sagladiklar ve bu sa-
yede Ulkenin rekabet giicinU artirdiklari bilinmektedir (Canada.
ca, 2020).




Tom bunlarin ekseninde gé¢gmen karsithgl, toplumsal uyumu zedeleyen ve topluluklar
arasinda derin ayriliklar olusturan bir gergeve olarak irkgilik ve ayrimcihgr kéroklemekte
ve gocmenlerin sosyal, ekonomik ve kilturel yasamlarina zarar vererek toplumsal barigin
onidnde buylk engeller olusturmaktadir. Gégmenlerin bilimsel bulgular dahilindeki katki-
larindan ziyade olumsuz vurgularin 6n planda tutuldugu bu 6tekillestirme sureci kisa, orta
ve uzun vadede birgok sosyal sorunu beraberinde getirme potansiyeli tagimaktadir. Ni-
tekim LUbnan’daki Filistinlilerin, Banglades'teki Myanmarlilarin veya Fransa'daki Afrikali-
larin uzun sureli 6tekilestiriimeye bagl olarak yoksulluk, issizlik, su¢ ve gocuk isgiligi gibi
deneyimledikleri sosyal sorunlarda derin artiglarin oldugu gézlenmistir.

Tom bunlar ekseninde mevcut ¢alismanin amaci, Turkiye'de otekilestiriimeye bagli ola-
rak gé¢cmenlerin karsilastigi sorunlar tespit etmek ve bu sorunlara ¢ézim o&nerileri sun-
maktir. Bu baglamda, gé¢gmenlerin yasadigi zorluklar, kisa, orta ve uzun vadede ortaya
cikabilecek riskler, irk¢ilikla micadele ve toplumsal barig igin yeni bir dil ve séylem ge-
listirilmesi, eylem planinin ve galisma gruplarinin olusturulmasi gibi konular ele alinmistir.
Calistay, géemenlerin toplumsal entegrasyonunu desteklemek ve toplumsal barigi gic-
lendirmek amaciyla dizenlenmistir.

Calistay kapsaminda, gé¢gmenlerin karsilastig temel sorunlar ve bu sorunlarin ¢g6zimu-
ne yonelik stratejiler tartigiimistir. Katilimeilar, gégmenlerin is gicu piyasasindaki yerinden
barinma kosullarina, saglik hizmetlerine erisimden egitim olanaklarina kadar genis bir yel-
pazede konulari ele almaktadir. Bu tartigsmalar, gégmenlerin toplumsal entegrasyonunu
desteklemek ve onlarin yasam kalitesini artirmak icin &nemli veriler sunmaktadir.

Gogmenlerin yasadigl sorunlar sadece bireysel dizeyde kalmamakta, ayni zamanda
toplumsal yapiyi da etkilemektedir. Bu nedenle, gégmenlerin sorunlarinin ¢ézidlmesi, top-
lumsal barigin ve uyumun saglanmasi igin kritik Sneme sahiptir. Gégmenlerin toplum igin-
de kabul gérmesi ve esit haklara sahip olmasinin, toplumsal bitinligu ve dayanismayi
glclendirecegi degerlendirilmistir.

Irk¢ilikla mUcadele ve toplumsal barig igin yeni bir dil ve séylem gelistiriimesi, ¢alista-
yin 6nemli hedeflerinden biridir. Irkgiligin kdkenleri ve etkileri Uzerine yapilan tartismalar,
daha kapsayici ve empatiye dayali bir toplum inga etmek icin gerekli adimlari belirlemek-
tedir. Bu baglamda, katiimcilar, toplumsal barig ve uyum igin somut &neriler gelistirmistir.

Gogmen karsithgl ve 6tekilestirme, sadece gégmenler igin degil, toplumun tim kesimle-
ri igin zararli sonuglar dogurmaktadir. Toplumsal kutuplasma, hosgodrisizlik ve catisma,
sosyal barigin éninde biyuk engeller olusturmaktadir. Bu nedenle, irkgilikla micadele ve
toplumsal uyumun saglanmasi, hem gé¢cmenler hem de yerel halk igin hayati dneme sa-
hiptir.

Bu dogrultuda ¢alistay, gégmenlerin karsilastigi sorunlarin tespiti ve ¢ézimuine yonelik
stratejiler gelistiriimesi agisindan énemli bir platform sunmaktadir. Katilimeilar, gégmen-
lerin entegrasyonunu desteklemek icin somut dneriler gelistirmekte ve bu 6nerileri hayata
gecirmek icin ig birligi yapmaktadir. Bu isbirligi, toplumsal barigin ve uyumun saglanmasi
acisindan kritik bir rol oynamaktadir.

2.1. Katiimci Segimi ve Dagilimi

Calistaya sivil toplum kuruluslari, kamu kurumlari ve Universite-
ler gibi gégle dogrudan veya dolayli olarak iligkili olan kurum-
lardan temsilciler davet edilmistir. Katilimcilarin segimi, gég ko-
nusundaki deneyimleri, akademik ve mesleki gegmisleri, temsil
ettikleri kurumlarin gé¢ politikalari Uzerindeki etkisi ve ¢alistayin
hedefleri dogrultusunda katki saglayabilecekleri degerlendirile-
rek yapilmistir. Toplamda 57 katilimciya resmi davet gonderil-
mis ve bunlardan 42 katiimci galistaya katilim saglamistir.

2.2. Calistayin Yapisi

Calistay iki ginlik bir etkinlik olarak planlanmistir. ilk gin, tGm
katimeilarin yer aldig U seklinde bir masa etrafinda genel bir
toplanti gergeklestirilmistir. Bu toplantida gégmenlerin yasadik-
lart sorunlarin genel gergevesi tartisiimis ve katilimeilarin deger-
lendirmeleri dogrultusunda c¢alistayin ikinci gininin tartisma
konulari olusturulmustur. ilk gin, éncelikli sorunlarin tespiti, ulus-
lararasi 6grencilerin sorunlar, kisa, orta ve uzun vadede ortaya
cikabilecek riskler, irkgilikla micadele ve toplumsal barisg igin
yeni bir dil ve séylem gelistiriimesi, eylem planinin ve ¢alisma
gruplarinin olusturulmasi gibi ana basliklar altinda oturumlar du-
zenlenmistir.

Calistayin ikinci ginU, belirlenen konu baslklar etrafinda
alti ayn tartisma grubu olusturularak yorotiimuastir. Her biri ayri
masalarda kendi konularini tartigan bu gruplar konusuna uygun
bilgi birikimine sahip katihmcilardan bir araya getirilmisve her
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grupta sivil toplum kuruluslarindan, Universitelerden ve kamu kurumlarindan temsilciler
bulunmasina 6zen gosterilmistir. Ayrica her gruba bir moderatdr ve bir de raportér go-
revlendirilmis olup, oturumlarin dizenli bir sekilde ilerlemesini ve elde edilen verilerin ses
kaydinin kaydedilmesini saglamiglardir.

2.3. Veri Toplama ve Analiz

Calistay sirasinda gerceklestirilen tim oturumlar kayit altina alinmistir. ik gin yapilan
genel oturumda belirlenen sorular, ikinci gin olusturulan gruplara dagitilarak tartigiimistir.
Daha sonra, raportdrlerden alinan yanitlar dogrultusunda galisma raporu igin ortak te-
malar belirlenmistir. Bu temalar, katiimcilarin ifade ettikleri tespit ve 6nerilerin bir araya
getirilmesiyle olusturulmustur. Toplanan ham veriler, raportérlerin bir araya gelerek ¢alis-
t181 bir sUrecte temizlenmis ve belirlenen temalara ve alt temalara uygun olarak ayristiril-
mistir. Veri temizliginin saglanmasinin ardindan veriler, MaxQda 2024 Pro programi kul-
lanilarak analiz edilmistir. Bu analiz sirecinde, katilimcilarin gérisleri ve 6nerileri detayh
bir sekilde incelenmis, tematik analiz yéntemi kullanilarak verilerin kategorize edilmesi
saglanmistir.

2.4. Katihmei Profili

Calistaya katilan katiimcilar arasinda akademisyenler, kamu kurumu temsilcileri, sivil
toplum kuruluglari yoneticileri, avukatlar, gazeteciler ve politikacilar bulunmaktadir. Biz-
zat sahada bu sorunlarla yUzlesen, tecribe sahibi gdgmen sivil toplum kuruluglarinin kati-
limi sorunlarin ilk elden tespiti konusunda dnemli bir kriter olmustur. Ayrica yillar dnce Av-
rupa’'ya giden insanimizin yasadigl benzer tecribeleri aktarmasi agisindan yurt disindan
da sivil toplum kurulusu temsilcileri ¢alistaya katilmistir. Bu gesitlilik, ¢calistayin zengin bir
perspektif sunmasini saglamis ve farkli uzmanlik alanlarindan katkilar alinmasina olanak
tanimigtir.

2.5. Araglar ve Teknikler

Calistayda kullanilan araglar arasinda ses kayit cihazlari ve veri analizi yazilimlari bulun-
maktadir. Oturumlar sirasinda yapilan tim konusmalar ve tartigmalar, ses kayit cihazlari
ile kaydedilmis ve daha sonra desifre edilerek analiz edilmistir. Analiz sUrecinde, MaxQ-
da 2024 Pro programi kullanilarak tematik analiz yapilmistir. Bu yéntem, katilimcilarin
deneyimlerini ve dnerilerini derinlemesine incelemeyi ve anlamayr momkon kilmistir.
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Calistayin ciktilar, gogmenlerin karsilastigi
temel sorunlar ve bu sorunlara yonelik
¢6zUm onerilerini kapsamaktadir. Bu
bolUmde, calistayin tespit ve éneriler
bolUmUnde yer alan dnemli noktalar
ozetlenmistir. Calistayda elde edilen
bulgular, gdcmenlerin sosyal, ekonomik,
kilturel ve politik hayatta karsilagtiklar
sorunlari ve bu sorunlara yonelik ¢6zim
Onerilerini detaylandirmaktadir.

3.1.Tespitler

3.1.1. Toplumsal Kutuplagsma ve Catisma

Calistay katilimeilari, gdgmen karsithginin toplum iginde
ciddi kutuplasmalara ve gatismalara yol acgtigini belirt-
mistir. Ozellikle yerel halk ile gdgmenler arasinda artan
gerilim, birlikte yasayabilirligi gi¢ bir hale getirmektedir.
Katilimeilar, bu kutuplagmanin egitim kurumlarinda, is yer-
lerinde ve mahallelerde gézlemlendigini ifade etmistir. Bu
durum giderek daha erken yaslara da sirayet etmekte ve
goégmen cocuklar okullarda zorbaliga ugramaktadir. Bu
cergeve ise kUgUk yasta cetelesmelere yol agarak kimlik-
lerin gatismasina yol agmaktadir. Ayrica, Universitelerde
6grenim goren yabanci uyruklu 68rencilerin de ayrimciliga
maruz kaldigl, akademik ve sosyal ¢evrelerde karsilastik-
lar dnyargilar nedeniyle toplumsal uyuma katki saglaya-
caklari potansiyelin kisitlandigi ifade edilmistir.

3.1.2. Ayrimcilik ve 6tekile§tirmenin Toplumsal
Dokuya Etkileri

Katilimcilar, gé¢cmenlere yonelik ayrimcilik ve 6tekilestir-
menin ekonomik ve sosyal hayatta derin izler biraktigini
vurgulamistir. Gégmenlerin is bulma sireclerinde karsilas-
tiklart ayrimciliklar, ekonomik yagsamlarini sirddrmelerini
zorlastirmaktadir. Ozellikle insaat ve hizmet sektérlerinde
calisan gégmenlerin distk Gcretlerle ¢alistirldigl ve koto
caligma kosullarina maruz kaldigi ifade edilmistir. Bu du-
rum, gécmen aileleri daha kalabalik hanelerde ve daha az
hijyenik kosullarda yasamaya itmektedir. Diger taraftan,
dUsuk sosyoekonomik dizey nedeniyle gécmenler, halkiile
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bir arada yasama ve ayni ortam ve mekanlarda bulunma gicine sahip olamamak-
ta, bu nedenle sehirler icerisinde gégmenlerin yogunlastig ve bdylece gé¢gmenler
ile halkin etkilesim alanlarinin kisitlandigi bir sire¢ yasanmaktadir. Ayrica, 6nceden
var olan sehir banliyélerindeki daha dustk gelirli halkin sug ve suglaiiligkili durumlari,
bu bdlgelerde yasamak zorunda kalan gégmenleri de olumsuz etkilemekte; zaman
zaman bu sug ortamlarinin bir figlrl ya da ortagi haline getirmektedir.

3.1.3. Medyanin Gégmen Karsithg Uzerindeki Olumsuz Etkisi

Calistayda, medyanin gégmenlerle ilgili haberleri sunma bigiminin, kamuoyunda
gdcmenlere karsi olumsuz algilar olusturdugu belirtilmistir. Ozellikle sosyal med-
yada bilingli ya da bilingsiz sekilde yayilan yanlis bilgilerin ve nefret sdylemlerinin,
gocmenlere yonelik ayrimcihg ve siddeti artirdigi vurgulanmigti. Gé¢gmenlerin sug
oranlarinin yiksek oldugu veya islenen bir sugun gécmene kolaylikla isnat edilebil-
digi bir sire¢ yasanmaktadir. Bu husus, gégmenlere yonelik saglikli bilgiye erisimi de
guclestirmektedir. Ayrica, gogcmen karsithgr algisi olusturmak amaciyla gégmenlerin
sinavsiz Universitelere girdigi, sirasiz ve Ucretsiz muayene olduklari, devletten maas
aldiklar gibi ug drneklerin kamuoyuna yansitilmasi da, toplumsal 6fke ve hosgori-
sUzIUgU koériklemektedir.

3.1.4. Gogmenlerin Yagam Kosullari

Gogmenlerin barinma, saglik hizmetlerine erigsim ve ¢galisma izinleri gibi temel haklar
acisindan ciddi sorunlar yasadigi tespit edilmistir. Katilimcilar, 6zellikle gdgmenlerin
kot kosullarda barindigl, saglik hizmetlerine erisimlerinin kisith oldugu ve ¢alisma
izinlerinin dizenlenmesinde burokratik engellerle karsilastiklarini vurgulamistir. Nite-
kim, saglik sigortasi olmayan gégmenlerin, 6zellikle son dénemlerde, acil durumlar-
da dahi saglik hizmetlerine erigemedigi ifade edilmektedir.

3.1.5. Medya Kuruluslarinin Gogmen Politikalarindaki Rolu

Goégmen karsiti séylemleri yayginlastirma noktasinda belirleyici olmaktadir. Ozellik-
le gogmen karsithgini besleyen medya kuruluslariile ilgili katilimeilar, medyanin gé¢-
menlere yonelik tarafll haberler yaparak, toplumda gégmenlere karsi hosgodrisizlik
ve dismanlik duygularini artirdigini belirtmistir. Gazeteci kékenli ve medya galigani
katihmcilar, medyanin gégmenleri tehlikeli ve suclu olarak gésterme egiliminin, top-
lumsal barisi tehdit ettigini ifade etmistir.

3.1.6. Gocmen Politikalarinda istikrar ihtiyaci

Calistayda, gégmen politikalarinin konjonktirel olarak degisiklik gosterdigi ve tu-
tarsiz oldugu belirtilmistir. Bu durum, gé¢menlerin uzun vadeli planlama yapmalarini
zorlastirmakta ve belirsizlik yaratmaktadir. Ozellikle gég politikalarinin ilk dénem-
lerde daha kapsayici ve insani bir yaklagimla yoritdldigu, ancak sireg icerisinde
hem kiresel hem de yerel dinamiklerin etkisiyle daha siki ve sinirlayici uygulamalara
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evirildigi vurgulanmistir. Gogmenlere yonelik bu yeni yaklasimin, bazen daha kisitlayici
ve dislayici politikalarla sekillendigi ifade edilmistir. Medyada olusturulan alginin énemli
bir etken olarak degerlendirildigi bu noktada, Avrupa’ya gegis igin Yunanistan sinirinda-
ki kapilarin agilmasi, Seyahat izin Belgesi olmayan gé¢menlerin aniden sinir disi edil-
mesi kararlarinin alinmasi, keyfi sinir digi stregleri, kimlik temininde yasanan sorunlar
ve bazi aile Uyelerine vatandaslik verilirken digerlerine verilmemesi gibi uygulamalara
deginilmis, bu uygulamalarin gégmenler arasinda belirsizlik ve psikososyal etkiler yarat-
tig1 agiklanmistir.

3.1.7. Gog idaresi Bagkanligi'nin Strateji Belirlemedeki Eksiklikleri

Gég idaresi Bagkanhgrnin gég stratejilerinin belirlenmesi ve uygulanmasinda karsilasi-
lan sorunlar calistayda tartisiimisti. Gog yonetimi, hikimetin belirledigi gd¢ politikalari
dogrultusunda sekillenmekte olup, son yillarda degisen go¢ politikalarinin gd¢ yénetimi
ve uygulamalarini da etkiledigi ifade edilmistir. Ozellikle geri génderme merkezlerinde
uygulamalarin seffafliktan uzak olmasi, sinir digi etme sireglerinde yasanan belirsizlikler
ve kimlik temininde karsilasilan sorunlar bu strateji eksikliklerinin somut érnekleri olarak
gosterilmistir. Ayrica, mobil araclarin kullaniminda yasanan aksakliklar ve adres bildirim
sistemindeki yetersizliklerin gégmenler Uzerinde olumsuz etkiler yarattigi belirtilmistir.
Gég Idaresi Bagkanhgrnin bu alanlarda daha seffaf ve uzun vadeli bir strateji gelistirme
konusunda yetersiz kaldig vurgulanmistir. Bu eksiklikler, gd¢menlerin uyum sireglerini
zorlastirmakta ve hukuki belirsizliklerin artmasina neden olmaktadir.

3.1.8. Gogcmen Meselesinin Se¢im Donemlerinde Politik Bir Ara¢ Olarak
Kullaniimasi

Calistayda, gdgmen meselesinin segim dénemlerinde politik bir arag olarak kullanil-
digina dikkat gekilmistir. Siyasi partiler, gé¢menler Uzerinden oy kazanma stratejileri
gelistirmekte ve bu durum, gé¢gmenlerin toplumsal kabulini zorlastirmaktadir. Muhale-
fet partilerinin baskin bir go¢ karsithg séylemi Uretmesi, iktidari da gé¢ politikalarinda
degisiklige gitmeye zorlamig ve se¢im sirecinde bu baskilar, daha sert ve sinirlayici
politikalarin benimsenmesinde etkili olmustur. Bu durum, toplumdaki irk¢ihgr ve ayrimci-
hg! artirarak gégmenlerin sosyal entegrasyonunu daha da zorlastirmaktadir. Boylelikle,
goégcmen karsithgr Uzerine insa edilen politik séylemler, toplumsal kutuplagsmayi ve ya-
banci dismanligini koruklemekte, secim donemlerinde bu meselenin daha da politize
olmasina neden olmaktadir.

3.1.9. Hukuki Destek Mekanizmalarinin Erigilebilirligi

Gogmenlerin hukuki destek mekanizmalarina erisimde ciddi sorunlar yasadigl tespit
edilmistir. Katilimeilar, hukuki yardim ve danismanlik hizmetlerinin yetersiz oldugunu
ve goécmenlerin bu hizmetlere erisimde zorluklar yasadigini belirtmislerdir. Nitekim bir
hukuk danismani, gé¢menlerin hukuki haklari konusunda yeterince bilgilendirilmedigini
ve bu nedenle birgok hak ihlali yasandigini ifade etmistir. Diger taraftan 6zellikle geri
gonderme suregleri, sinir digi etme ve idari gézetime alternatif tedbirler konularinda
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mevzuatin yetersizligi ve uygulamalardaki eksiklikler gégmenler igin biytk bir sorun
teskil etmektedir. Bu sureglerde hukuki destek ve yardim alma konusunda yasanan
zorluklar, gogmenlerin haklarini savunmalarini zorlagtirmakta ve birgok durumda hu-
kuki sureclerin adil sekilde yurutilmesini engellemektedir. Mevzuatin eksikligi ve uy-
gulamalardaki belirsizlikler, gdgmenlerin bu sireglerde hukuki givenceden yoksun
kalmasina neden olmaktadir.

3.1.10. Sinir Dig1 Edilme Suregleri

Gocgmenlerin sinir digi edilme sUreglerinde yasalara uygunluk ve insan haklari ihlalle-
rinin yasandigi ifade edilmistir. Katimcilar, sinir disi edilme streglerinin seffaf ve adil
bir sekilde yuritilmesi gerektigini belirtmistir. Bunun yani sira zaman zaman 18 ya-
sin altindaki gocuklarin tek basina génderilmesi ve usulsiz sinir disi edilme durumla-
rina paralel olarak yanlis kisilerin génderilmesi gibi deneyimlerden de s6z edilmistir.
Diger taraftan geri gonderme merkezlerinde hukuka aykiri uygulamalarla gégmen-
lerin belli yéntemlerle zorlanarak gondllu geri gidiyormus gibi evraklar dizenlendigi
ve imzalatildigl, bu baglamda sinir digi etme politikasinin keyfi olarak uygulanmasi
nedeniyle standartlarin s6z konusu olmadig belirtilmistir.

3.1.11. Geri Gonderme Sonucu Aile Par¢alanmalari

Geri gonderme sureclerinin aile pargalanmalarina yol acgtigl ve bu durumun gécmen
aileler Uzerinde derin travmatik etkiler yarattig belirtilmistir. Katihmcilar, geri gon-
derme sireclerinde aile biutinligunin korunmasi gerektigini vurgulamistir.

3.1.12. Uluslararasi Ogrencilerin Karsilastigi Zorluklar

Calistayda, uluslararasi égrencilerin yasadigi sorunlar da ele alinmistir. Ozellikle
ikamet izinlerinin alinmasi ve yenilenmesi sireglerinde ciddi burokratik engellerle
karsilastiklar vurgulanmistir. Bu engeller, uluslararasi 6grencilerin egitim hayatlarini
olumsuz etkilemekte ve bazi durumlarda 6g8renimlerini yarida birakmalarina neden
olabilmektedir. Ayrica, ayrimcilik ve gé¢cmen karsithgi meselelerinde uluslararasi
ogrencilerin de zaman zaman aragsallastinldigl, politik séylemlerde ve toplumsal
tartismalarda bu gruplarin olumsuz bir sekilde temsil edilerek toplumsal 6nyargilarin
giclendirildigi belirtilmistir. Bu durum, uluslararasi 6grencilerin hem akademik hem
de sosyal entegrasyonlarini zorlagtirmakta, egitimlerini sGrdirebilme imkanlarini ki-
sitlamaktadir.

3.2 Oneriler

Calistay surecinde katiimcilar, gesitli tespitlerinin yani sira ilgili tespitlere karsilk
gelebilecek 6nerilerde de bulunmustur. Bu gergevede katilimcilarin énerilerinin 6ze-
tini iceren bir icerik asagida ayrintilandiriimig ve betimlenmistir.
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3.2.1. Okullarda Uyum Programlarinin Gelistirilmesi

Gogmen 68rencilerin egitim sireclerine daha iyi adapte olabilmeleri igin okullarda 6zel
uyum programlari gelistiriimelidir. Bu programlar, gdgmen 6grencilerin dil bariyerlerini
asmalarina yardimcr olacak ¢ok dilli egitim materyallerini igermelidir. Ayni zamanda,
kilturel farkindalik derslerinin miUfredata dahil edilmesi ve 6gretmenler icin 6zel egi-
timlerin dizenlenmesi gerekmektedir. Ogretmenlerin gécmen dgrencilerin ihtiyaclarina
yonelik farkindaligini artirmak i¢in dizenli olarak seminerler ve atélye ¢aligsmalari yapil-
maldir.

Diger taraftan géocmen cocuklar arasinda giderek yayginlasan gocuk isciligine karsi
Aile ve Sosyal Hizmetler Bakanhgi’nin sundugu Sartli Egitim Yardimlari'nin genigletilme-
sine vurgu yapilmig, béylece gogmen ¢ocuklarin okullara devamliliginin saglanabilecegi
belirtilmistir.

3.2.2. Uluslararasi Ogrencilerin Sartlarinin iyilestirilmesi

Ogrencilerin karsilastigl ekonomik zorluklar ve is bulma temelli sorunlara da dikkat gekil-
mis, burs miktarlarinin yetersizligi, barinma ve beslenme masraflarinin kargilanamama-
s gibi problemler Uzerinde durulmustur. Ogrencilerin ikamet izinleriyle ilgili yasadiklari
birokratik engellerin giderilmesi ve saglik hizmetlerine erigsimlerinin kolaylastirimasi ge-
rektigi belirtilmistir. Ozellikle ikamet izni sireglerinde yasanan gecikmeler ve yiksek ma-
liyetler nedeniyle 68rencilerin zor durumda kaldigi ifade edilmistir. Bu baglamda, 6gren-
cilerin ikamet ve saglik hizmetlerine erisimini kolaylastiracak dizenlemelerin yapilmasi,
barinma sorunlarinin ¢ézilmesi ve burs miktarlarinin artirnlmasi gibi dneriler sunulmustur.

3.2.3. Toplum Genelinde Bilinglendirme Kampanyalari

Gogmenlere yonelik ényargilar kirmak ve toplumsal uyum ve katilimi artirmak ama-
ciyla bilinglendirme kampanyalar dizenlenmelidir. Cok kiltircUlgU tesvik eden sehir
ve mahalle bazinda projeler, mahalle bulusmalari ve kiltirel aligveris festivalleri gibi
etkinlikler dozenlenmelidir. Yerel halk ve gogmen topluluklari igin ortak sanat ve muzik
etkinlikleri de bu kapsama dahildir. Bilgilendirici brogurler, kamu spotlari ve sosyal med-
ya kampanyalari ile toplumun genis kesimlerine ulasiimahdir.

3.2.4. Medyanin Gogmenlere Yonelik Soylemlerinin Dizenlenmesi

Medyanin gécmenlere yonelik olumsuz ve 6nyargili séylemlerini dizenlemek igin etik
kurallar belirlenmelidir. Medya kuruluslarinin gégmenlere yonelik tarafsiz ve dogru haber
yapmalarini tesvik eden egitim programlari ve atélye galismalari dizenlenmelidir. Med-
ya etigi konusunda daha siki denetimler ve cezai yaptirimlar uygulanmalidir.

3.2.5. Barinma Sorunlarinin Cozilmesi

Yerel yonetimlerin destekledigi konut projelerinde konutlarin kalitesinin denetlenmesi
gerekmektedir. Kalitesiz ve sagliksiz konutlarda yasamak zorunda kalan gé¢menlerin
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yasam kosullarinin iyilestirilmesi icin bu denetimler dnemlidir. GG¢menlerin barinma
haklari konusunda bilinglendirilmesi ve haklarini savunmalari igin gerekli hukuki des-
tek saglanmalhdir.

3.2.6. Saglk Sigortasi ve Kayit Sireglerinin Basitlestirilmesi

Gogmenlerin saglik hizmetlerine erigimini kolaylastirmak amaciyla saglik sigortasi
ve kayit siregleri basitlestiriimelidir. Saglk kuruluslarinda gesitli dillerde hizmet su-
numu icin dil destegi artinlmalidir. Mobil saglik hizmetlerinin artirnimasi ve ulasiimasi
zor bolgelerde yasayan gécmenlere yonelik mobil saglik kliniklerinin sayisinin artiril-
masi gerekmektedir. Gogmenlerin saglik hizmetlerine erisimlerini kolaylastirmak igin
saglik merkezleri olusturulmali ve bu merkezlerde Ucretsiz danigmanlik hizmetleri
verilmelidir.

3.2.7. Psikososyal Destek Hizmetlerinin Gelistirilmesi

Gogmenlerin psikolojik sagliklarini desteklemek amaciyla psikososyal destek hiz-
metleri gelistiriimelidir. Koruma altindaki kisilere psikolojik destek saglanmali ve uz-
man psikologlar tarafindan dizenli seanslar ve toplu terapi oturumlari gergeklestiril-
melidir. KGltirel hassasiyet géz éninde bulundurularak psikolojik destek hizmetleri
sunulmalidir. Gogmenlerin travma sonrasi stres bozuklugu ve diger ruhsal saglik so-
runlari igin dzel terapi programlar gelistirilmelidir. Ote yandan gégmen kadinlarin
ugradigl ihmal ve istismarlara karsi korunabilmesi dogrultusunda kadin siginma ev-
lerinin sayisinin artiriimasi kritik bir baglam olarak degerlendirilmektedir.

3.2.8. Gocmenlerin istihdam Olanaklarinin Artiriimasi

Gogmenlerin is glcU piyasasina katilimini artirmak amaciyla mesleki egitim prog-
ramlari ve is bulma hizmetleri sunulmalidir. Gégmenlerin mesleki becerilerini gelistir-
mek igin dil kurslari ve meslek edindirme programlari dizenlenmelidir. isverenler igin
gocmen istihdamini tegvik eden vergi indirimleri ve tegvikler saglanmalidir. Go¢gmen
kadinlarin da bu konuda giglendiriimesi ve istihdam olusturulabilecegi alanlarin ge-
listirilerek sosyal yardimlara bagimli nifusun azaltilmasi gerektigi digunulmektedir.

3.2.9. Adil ve Esit is Kogullarinin Saglanmasi

Gogmenlerin is yerlerinde adil ve esit sartlarda galisabilmeleri igin is yerinde ayrim-
cihg énleyici politikalar gelistiriimelidir. s yerinde gégmenlere yénelik ayrimeilikla
mUcadele egitimi ve farkindalik programlar dizenlenmelidir. Calisma kosullarinin
iyilestiriimesi icin is mifettislerinin denetimleri artinimalidir. istihdam olanaklarina
erisim icin Seyahat izin Belgesi ile ilgili siregler yeniden dizenlenmeli, kaytdisi istih-
damin azaltilabilmesi igin de orta ve buyuk dlgekli isletmelerle, uluslararasi organi-
zasyonlarin destegiyle birlikte kolayliklar saglanmalidir.
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3.2.10. Hukuki Yardim Hizmetlerinin Genigletilmesi

Gogmenlere ydnelik hukuki yardim hizmetlerinin kapsami genisletilmelidir. Ucretsiz hu-
kuki danigmanlik sunan merkezlerin sayisi artirlmali ve gé¢menlerin haklarinin korun-
masini saglayacak bilgilendirici materyaller dagitilmahdir. Gégmenlerin hukuki haklari
konusunda bilinglendirilmesi ve bu haklari savunmalari igin gerekli egitimlerin verilmesi
gerekmektedir. Hukuki destek merkezlerinin, gé¢gmenlerin yogun olarak yasadig boélge-
lerde erisilebilir hale getirilmesi saglanmalidir. Ozellikle geri génderme merkezleri, sinir
digi etme surecleri ve idari gbzetime alternatif tedbir uygulamalari gibi hassas hukuki
sureclerde, gécmenlerin yeterli hukuki destek almasinin saglanmasi biytk énem tasi-
maktadir. Bu sireglerde barolarla isbirligi yapilarak zorunlu hukuki destek mekanizma-
larinin gelistirilmesi, Turkiye'nin uluslararasi dizeyde insan haklarina verdigi dnemi gos-
termesi agisindan kritik bir rol oynamaktadir.

3.2.11. Siddet ve Suistimalin Onlenmesi igin Adli Destek

Gocgmenlere yonelik siddet ve hak ihlallerinin 6nlenmesi igin adli destek mekanizmalari
guclendirilmelidir. Polis ve guvenlik gigleri, go¢gmenlerle etkilesim konusunda egitilmeli
ve hak ihlallerinin hizli midahale ekipleri kurulmalidir. Gé¢gmenlerin adli mercilere bas-
vurduklarinda kargilastiklari dil bariyerlerinin asilmasi igin tercOman destegi saglanma-
hdir. Ayrica, gdgmenlerin adli sireglerde korunmalarini saglamak icin 6zel yasal dizen-
lemeler yapilmalidir.

3.2.12. Gogmenlerin Givenligi Igin Kolluk Kuvvetlerinin Egitilmesi

Gogmenlerin glvenligini saglamak amaciyla kolluk kuvvetlerinin egitimi artinimalidir.
Gogmenlerin yogun olarak yasadigi bolgelerde givenlik dnlemleri artirilmali ve toplum-
sal olaylarda gégmenlerin korunmasi igin 6zel protokoller gelistirilmelidir. Kolluk kuvvet-
lerinin gégmenlere yoénelik ayrimeilik ve kot muamele konularinda duyarhlik egitimleri
almalari saglanmahdir.

3.2.13. Sug Orgiitleri Tarafindan istismarin Onlenmesi

Gogmenlerin sug orgutleri tarafindan istismar edilmesini dnlemek amaciyla bilinglen-
dirme ve koruma programlari olusturulmalidir. G6¢ yollarinda uluslararasi isbirligi ve
koordinasyon artiriimali, dizensiz gogU 6nlemek igin sinir givenlik dnlemleri giglendi-
rilmelidir. Go¢gmenlerin insan kagakgiligi ve zorla galistirma gibi sug 6rgitlerinin hedefi
olmalarini énlemek icin siki denetimler ve cezai yaptirimlar uygulanmalidir.

3.2.14. Gogmenlerin Haklarinin Korunmasi igin Yasal Dizenlemeler

Gogmenlerin haklarinin korunmasi igin mevcut yasalarin giglendirilmesi ve yeni yasal
dUzenlemeler yapilmasi gerekmektedir. Gegici koruma statisi altindaki Suriyeliler bas-
ta olmak Uzere gocmenlerin haklarina daha ayrintili bir icerik sunan yénetmeliklerin ha-
zirlanmasina baglanmalhdir.
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3.2.15. Gogmen Politikalarinin Sirdirilebilirligi

Gocgmen politikalarinin sirdirilebilirligi saglanmalidir. Gégmenlerin entegrasyonunu
destekleyen uzun vadeli politikalar gelistiriimelidir. Gogmen politikalarinin toplumun tim
kesimlerini kapsayacak sekilde hazirlanmasi gerekmektedir. Bu baglamda Gég idaresi
Baskanlig koordinasyonunda uzun vadeli gé¢ strateji planinin inga edilmesi gerekmek-
tedir.

3.2.16. Eylem Planlarinin Gincellenmesi ve Yenilerinin Olusturulmasi

Katilimecilar, gé¢ konusuna iligskin oldukga farkli alanlardaki tespitlerin giderilmesi ve
goégmenlerin ihtiyaclarinin karsilanabilmesi igin gesitli standartlara ihtiyag duyuldugu-
nu belirtmislerdir. Gogle nasil ¢alisilacagl konusundaki belirsizlikler, birbirinden farkl
uygulamalarin gindeme gelmesine ve kisa sirede dramatik politika degisikliklerine yol
agmaktadir. Bu noktaya deginen katilimeilar, Gég idaresi Bagkanhigi koordinasyonunda
ve Aile ve Sosyal Hizmetler Bakanligi, Calisma ve Sosyal Givenlik Bakanhg ve igisleri
Bakanligi’nin temel paydaslar oldugu bir eylem planinin hazirlanmasi gerektigini vurgu-
lamiglardir. Bu tir bir eylem planinin hazirlik sirecinde, ulusal ve uluslararasi nitelikli
sivil toplum kuruluglariyla bir arada ¢alismanin sahaya dénuk politikalar gelistiriimesine
katki sunacag belirtilmistir.

Katiimeilar ayrica, gdgmenlerin entegrasyonu, uyumu ve esit katilimi konularinda bir
eylem plani olusturulmasi gerektigini &ne surmusglerdir. Devlet mekanizmalarina yénelik
lobiciligin dnemini vurgulayarak, hem muhalif hem de destekleyici lobilerin yani sira,
somut sorunlari énleyecek savunuculuk mekanizmalarinin da olusturulmasi gerektigini
ifade etmiglerdir. Eylem planinin, Turkiye'deki segim sirecini géz 6ninde bulundurarak
2 + 2 seklinde dort yillik bir cerceve olarak belirlenmesi gerektigi dnerilmis, kisa vadeli,
orta vadeli ve uzun vadeli hedeflerin ideal, pratik ve pragmatik taleplere gore ayristi-
nimasi gerektigi belirtiimistir. iletisim ve bilgi Uretimi baglaminda kapasite gelistirmenin
onemine dikkat ¢geken katilimcilar, bu alanda ¢alisan kisi ve kurumlar arasinda séylem
ve anlam birliginin saglanmasi igin guclU bir iletisim ve koordinasyonun énemli oldugunu
vurgulamistir.
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Gogmenlerin toplum iginde karsilastiklari sorunlar ve bu sorun-
lara yonelik ¢6zim onerilerinin kesfedilmesinin hedeflendigi
cahstaydan elde edilen bulgular, katiimcilarin agirlikli olarak
goégmenlerin ekonomik, sosyal, kiltirel ve politik hayatta kar-
stlastiklart zorluklart ve bu zorluklarin toplumsal uyuma olan
etkilerini vurguladiklarini géstermektedir. Gogmen karsithginin,
ayrimciligin, dtekilestirmenin ve medya etkilerinin gdgmenlerin
yasamlarini nasil olumsuz yonde etkiledigi birgcok perspektifle
betimlenmistir.

Gogmenlerin yasadigl ekonomik zorluklar, barinma sorunlari,
saglik hizmetlerine erisim sorunlari ve ¢alisma izinleri gibi temel
haklar agisindan kargilastiklar zorluklar, galistayin 6nemli tes-
pitleri arasinda yer almaktadir. Katimcilar, gégmenlerin yasam
kosullarinin iyilestirilmesi gerektigini vurgulamistir. Ozellikle ko-
nut kalitesinin artinlmasi, saglik hizmetlerine erigsimin kolaylasti-
rilmasi ve hukuki destek mekanizmalarinin genigletilmesi dneril-
mektedir.

Medyanin gégmenlere yonelik olumsuz séylemlerinin, kamu-
oyunda gégmenlere karsi dnyargilari ve ayrimciligl artirdigini
belirten katilimcilar ¢alistayda, medyanin bu tutumunun top-
lumsal barigi tehdit ettigi ve gdcmenlerle birlikte ortak bir yasam
alani olusturmayr zorlastirdigini vurgulamistir. Bu dogrultuda
medyanin gégmenlere yonelik tarafsiz ve dogru haber yapma-
sini tegvik eden egitim programlari ve etik kurallarin gelistiriimesi
ve ayrica medyanin saglikli bir denetim mekanizmasi ile denet-
lenmesi gerektigi belirtilmistir.

Gogmen politikalarinin degisken yapisina da deginen kati-
limcilar, gd¢menlerin uzun vadeli planlama yapmasini zorlastir-
makta ve belirsizlik olusturmaktadir.

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SUMMARY

This workshop, organized by the Migration Research Foundation,
aimed to discuss the main problems faced by the immigrants in
Turkiye and to develop effective solutions to these problems. As
an important step towards making Turkish immigration policies
more sustainable and inclusive, this workshop was an opportunity
to take an in-depth look at the challenges faced by immigrants
and their impact on social cohesion.

The outcomes of the workshop and the recommendations
provided are instructive for policy makers, field workers,
academics, bureaucrats and other stakeholders in building
a cohabitable society. Concrete steps such as establishing
integration programs for immigrant students, organizing
community-wide awareness-raising campaigns, and regulating
media discourse are critical to supporting a cohesive society.

Recommendations such as improving housing conditions and
simplifying health insurance procedures, including registration,
refer to the necessary regulations for immigrants to have
easier access to their basic rights. These and other solutions
developed during the workshop aim to improve the quality of
life of immigrants and strengthen peace in society, while serving
the ideal of a more livable society.

Steps to resolve the problems faced by immigrants, such as
expanding legal assistance services and strengthening judicial
support mechanisms, are crucial for both protecting the rights
of immigrants and ensuring social cohesion.

The workshop also encouraged cooperation between various
actors in raising awareness about immigrants and supporting
their social integration. The workshop, which took place with
the participation of public institutions, universities and non-
governmental organizations, demonstrated the need for a more
comprehensive and coordinated approach to the problems of
immigrants.

As the Migration Research Foundation, we believe this
workshop's outcomes will make important contributions
to Turkiye's migration policies. The recommendations will
encourage concrete steps to improve the lives of immigrants and
contribute to the overall welfare of society. In order to strengthen
social peace and solidarity, it is our collective responsibility
to adopt a more inclusive and empathetic approach towards
immigrants.

We thank everyone who contributed to this workshop and
would like to note that our work in this area will be continued.
Together we can build a more inclusive, fair, and prosperous
society.
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The present study, which aims to identify the main problems
faced by immigrants living in Turkiye and to develop solutions
to these problems, describes the current situation of immigrants
in terms of education, health, housing, employment, security
and law. In this context, the study highlights that anti-immigrant
sentiment, discrimination, marginalization and the media have
a negative impact on the lives of immigrants.

The workshop was held within the scope of an intensive two-
day program. On the first day, the problems faced by immigrants
were addressed in a general framework through sessions
in which all participants expressed their opinions. On the
second day, more indepth group work was carried out around
the designated topics. A total of 42 participants from public
institutions, universities, and nongovernmental organizations
expressed the problems of immigrants directly and proposed
solutions to these problems. During the workshop, discussions
and suggestions were documented through audio recordings
and evaluated using thematic analysis.
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Overall, the findings of the workshop show that antiimmigrant
sentiment leads to polarization and conflicts within society.
Discrimination and marginalization make it difficult for immigrants
to achieve their economic independence and lead them to poor
living conditions. It was raised that the negative media discourse
against immigrants increased prejudice and discrimination in
the public opinion, which in turn made the social cohesion of
immigrants more difficult. Emphasis was placed on the serious
problems immigrants face in terms of basic rights such as housing,
access to health services and work permits. Key findings from the
workshop include the multi-faceted nature of migration policies,
particularly regarding temporary protection regulations, work
permits, travel processes, deportation practices and policies, as
well as shortcomings in legal support mechanisms.

As a result of the workshop, several recommendations were
made to address the challenges faced by immigrants. These
included developing special integration programs for immigrant
students in schools, organizing awareness-raising campaigns
across society, and critically examining the media discourse on
immigrants. Additionally, the need to improve housing conditions
for immigrants, simplify health insurance processes including
registration, enhance psychosocial support services, increase
employment opportunities, and ensure fair working conditions
was emphasized. Expanding legal aid services, strengthening
judicial support mechanisms to prevent violence and abuse
against immigrants, and training law enforcement officers to
ensure immigrant safety were also key recommendations.
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The marginalization of immigrants and anti-immigrant sentiment
is a growing problem in many countries today. Throughout
history, migrants have always existed throughout the world. This
is seen as a natural consequence of human mobility, cultural
interactions and social transformations. Today, however,
prejudice and marginalization against immigrants have become
a threat to mutual living and social peace.

Anti-immigrant sentiment is largely based on misinformation
and prejudice (Barrera Rodriguez, Guriev, Henry, & Zhuravskaya,
2017; Liu, 2023; Tas & Tas, 2018). As a matter of fact, the crime
rates of immigrants, which occupy quite an important place in
the current discourse, are an example of this misinformation.
Basically, widespread beliefs that immigrants increase crime
rates are not supported by scientific data. On the contrary,
several studies show that immigrants have proportionally lower
crime rates than locals. This is considered as one of the critical
indicators showing how the negative perception of immigrants
in society is incompatible with reality (Ignatans & Roebuck,
2018; Koganl, 2023; Light, He, & Robey, 2020; Vaughn & Salas-
Wright, 2018).

The contribution of immigration and immigrants in general
to the national economy and welfare should not be ignored.
Immigrants occupy an important place in the labor market
and contribute to economic growth by providing labor supply
in various sectors. In addition, the entrepreneurial activities
of immigrants strengthen the economic and social fabric of
societies with their innovative business models and cultural
heritage. A study conducted in the United States shows that
immigrants accounted for 25 percent of startups in the country
in 2017 and made significant contributions to economic growth
(Kerr & Kerr, 2020). Many studies around the world also reveal
that immigrants constitute an important workforce for medium-
sized enterprises and make a significant contribution to the
national economy (Jin-no & Yasuoka, 2022; Pizza, 2018; Pulido
& Varén, 2020; Sun, 2022).

Immigrants add value to destination countries with a variety
of different skills and talents. Educated immigrants make
important contributions in fields such as science, technology,
engineering and medicine, and contribute to societal progress
by sharing their knowledge and experience. Indeed, in Canada,
immigrants are known to be involved in scientific research
and innovative projects, thereby increasing the country’s
competitiveness (Canada. ca, 2020).




INTRODUCTION

Anti-immigrant sentiment undermines social cohesion and creates deep divisions
between communities, fueling racism and discrimination. It poses significant obstacles to
social peace by negatively affecting the social, economic, and cultural lives of immigrants.
This process of marginalization, where negative attention is given to immigrants rather
than recognizing their contributions supported by scientific findings, has the potential to
cause numerous social problems in the short, medium, and long term. Indeed, it has been
observed that Palestinians in Lebanon, Rohingya in Bangladesh, and Africans in France
have experienced profound increases in social problems such as poverty, unemployment,
crime, and child labor due to prolonged marginalization.

The aim of this study is to identify the challenges immigrants in Turkiye face due to
marginalization and to propose solutions to these issues. In this context, discussions
focused on the problems of immigrants, potential risks in the short, medium, and long
term, the development of a new language and discourse to combat racism and promote
social peace, as well as the formulation of an action plan and the creation of working
groups to achieve these goals. The workshop was held with the aim of supporting the
social integration of migrants and fostering social peace.

Within the scope of the workshop, the main problems encountered by immigrants and
strategies for solving these problems were discussed. Participants covered a wide range
of topics, from immigrants’ position in the labor market to housing conditions, and from
access to healthcare to educational opportunities. These discussions offer valuable data
to support the social integration of immigrants and enhance their living standards.

The problems encountered by immigrants extend beyond the individual level and
impact the broader social structure. Therefore, addressing these challenges is crucial
for maintaining social peace and harmony. It is believed that accepting immigrants into
society and ensuring their equal rights will strengthen social cohesion and solidarity.

One of the key goals of the workshop was to develop a new language and discourse
to combat racism and promote social peace. Discussions on the origins and impacts of
racism highlighted the necessary steps toward building a more inclusive and empathetic
society. In this context, participants offered concrete recommendations for fostering
social peace and harmony.

Anti-immigrant sentiment and marginalization have harmful consequences not only for
immigrants but also for society as a whole. Social polarization, intolerance, and conflict
pose significant barriers to social peace. Therefore, combating racism and ensuring social
cohesion are crucial for both immigrants and locals.

In this regard, the workshop serves as a key platform for identifying the challenges
faced by immigrants and developing strategies to address them. Participants create
concrete proposals to support immigrant integration and work together to implement
these solutions. This collaboration is crucial for ensuring social peace and cohesion.
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The workshop’s methodology is grounded in
qualitative research methods, which aim

to deeply understand participants’
xperiences, perceptions, and meanings.

In thisworkshop, where the challenges
faced by immigrants and potential solutions
were discussed, qualitative research
methods were used. All conversations and
discussions were audio-recorded, and the
data collected was analyzed through a
phenomenological framework.

2.1. Selection and Allocation of the Participants

Representatives from institutions directly or indirectly involved
in migration, such as non-govermental organizations, public
institutions, and universities, were invited to the workshop.
Participants were selected based on their experience with
migration, academic and professional backgrounds, the
influence of the organizations they represent on migration
policies, and their ability to contribute to the workshop's
objectives. Formal invitations were sent to 57 individuals, of
whom 42 participated in the workshop.

2.2. Structure of the Workshop

The workshop was planned as a two-day event. On the first
day, a general meeting was held with all participants seated
around a Ushaped table. During this meeting, the broader
framework of the problems faced by immigrants was discussed,
and the topics for the second day’s sessions were shaped
based on participants’ feedback. The first day also included
sessions on key topics such as identifying priority issues, the
challenges faced by international students, potential risks in the
short, medium, and long term, developing a new language and
discourse to combat racism and promote social peace, and
creating an action plan and working groups.

On the second day of the workshop, six discussion groups were
formed around the identified topics. Each group, discussing
their respective topics at separate tables, was composed
of participants with relevant expertise. Efforts were made to

ensure that each group included representatives from non-govermental organizations,
universities, and public institutions. Additionally, a moderator and a rapporteur were
assigned to each group to facilitate the sessions and ensure that the discussions were
orderly and audio-recorded.

2.3. Data Collection and Analysis

All sessions during the workshop were recorded. The questions raised in the plenary
session on the first day were distributed to the groups on the second day for discussion.
Based on the responses from the rapporteurs, common themes were identified for the final
report. These themes were formed by synthesizing the findings and suggestions shared
by participants. The raw data were cleaned and organized according to the identified
themes and sub-themes through a collaborative process with the rapporteurs. After data
cleaning, the analysis was conducted using the MaxQDA 2024 Pro software. During this
analysis, participants’ opinions and suggestions were examined in detail and categorized
using thematic analysis.

2.4. Participant Profile

Participants in the workshop included academics, public institution representatives,
nongovernmental organization leaders, lawyers, journalists, and politicians. The
participation of non-governmental organizations representing immigrants in the
workshop—who personally face these challenges and have firsthand experience—was
crucial for identifying the problems faced by immigrants. Additionally, representatives
of international nongovernmental organizations participated to share the experiences
of our people who moved to Europe years ago. This diversity enriched the workshop,
offering a broad range of perspectives and contributions from various areas of expertise.

2.5. Tools and Techniques

The tools used in the workshop included audio recorders and data analysis software.
All conversations and discussions during the sessions were recorded, transcribed, and
then analyzed. Thematic analysis was performed using MaxQDA 2024 Pro software,
allowing for an in-depth examination and understanding of participants’ experiences and
suggestions.
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The workshop’s outputs address the main
challenges faced by immigrants and the
proposed solutions to these issues.

This section summarizes the key findings
and recommendations from the workshop.
The findings highlight the social,
economic, cultural, and political problems
immigrants encounter, along with
suggested solutions.
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3.1.1. Social Polarization and Conflict

Workshop participants noted that anti-immigrant
sentiment is leading to significant polarization and conflict
within society. In particular, the rising tension between
locals and immigrants is making coexistence increasingly
difficult. Participants highlighted that this polarization is
evident in schools, workplaces, and neighborhoods. It is
also spreading to younger generations, with immigrant
children experiencing bullying in schools. As a result,
gangs of children are forming, leading to clashes of
identity. Furthermore, foreign students at universities face
discrimination, limiting their potential to contribute to
social cohesion due to the prejudices they encounter in
both academic and social settings.

3.1.2. Effects of Discrimination and
Marginalization on Social Fabric

Participants emphasized that discrimination and
marginalization against immigrants leave deep marks
on their economic and social lives. The difficulty that
immigrants face in finding employment hinders their ability
to sustain their economic well-being. It was noted that
immigrants, particularly those working in the construction
and service sectors, are often employed at low wages
and under poor working conditions. This situation forces
immigrant families to live in overcrowded and unhygienic
conditions. Additionally, due to their low socioeconomic
status, immigrants are unabletolive in shared environments
with locals, resulting in their concentration in specific
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urban areas, which limits interaction between immigrants and the local population.
Furthermore, the existing crime and criminal behavior prevalent in low-income city
suburbs negatively impacts immigrants living in these areas, sometimes drawing
them into these criminal environments.

3.1.3. Negative Impact of the Media on Anti-Immigrant Sentiment

During the workshop, it was noted that the way the media portrays immigrants in
the news fosters negative perceptions of them in public opinion. It was emphasized
that misinformation and hate speech, whether spread consciously or unconsciously,
especially on social media, amplify discrimination and violence against immigrants.
There is an ongoing process where claims of high crime rates among immigrants
circulate, and crimes are often easily attributed to immigrants. This also makes it
difficult to obtain reliable information about immigrants. Additionally, the spread
of extreme examples—such as immigrants entering universities without exams,
receiving free medical care without waiting, and being paid by the state—intended
to create antiimmigrant sentiment, fuels social anger and intolerance.

3.1.4. Living Conditions of Immigrants

It was found that immigrants face significant challenges regarding basic rights such
as housing, access to health services, and authorized employment. Participants
highlighted that immigrants are often housed in poor conditions, have limited access
to healthcare, and encounter bureaucratic obstacles when applying for work
permits. In fact, it was noted that immigrants without health insurance are unable to
access medical care, even in emergencies, especially in recent times.

3.1.5. Role of the Media Organizations in Policies Regarding Immigrants

The media plays a crucial role in spreading anti-immigrant discourse. Participants
noted that certain media outlets, by reporting biased news about immigrants,
contribute to increasing intolerance and hostility towards them in society. Journalists
and media workers among the participants emphasized that the media’s portrayal
of immigrants as dangerous and criminal poses a threat to social peace.

3.1.6. Need for Stability in Policies Regarding Immigrants

At the workshop, it was noted that migration policies are subject to change based
on the political climate, leading to inconsistencies. This creates uncertainty and
complicates long-term planning for immigrants. Participants emphasized that while
migration policies were initially more inclusive and humanitarian, they have become
stricter and more restrictive over time due to the influence of both global and local
dynamics. It was noted that this new approach towards immigrants has sometimes
been shaped by more restrictive and exclusionary policies. The media’s role in
shaping public perception was highlighted as an important factor. Participants
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mentioned practices such as the opening of gates at the Greek border for entry into
Europe, sudden deportation decisions for immigrants without travel permits, arbitrary
deportation processes, difficulties in obtaining identity cards, and granting citizenship to
some family members but not others. These practices were explained to have created
uncertainty and psychosocial distress among immigrants.

3.1.7. Deficiencies of the Presidency of Migration Management in
Strategy Formulation

At the workshop, the challenges faced by the Presidency of Migration Management in
defining and implementing migration strategies were discussed. Migration management
is influenced by government-determined policies, and it was noted that recent changes
in these policies have affected both migration management and practices. Concrete
examples of these strategy deficiencies include the lack of transparency in removal
centers, uncertainties in deportation processes, and issues in obtaining identity cards.
Additionally, failures in the use of mobile vehicles and shortcomings in the address
notification system were highlighted as negatively impacting immigrants. It was
emphasized that the Presidency of Migration Management has yet to develop a more
transparent and long-term strategy in these areas. These limitations complicate the
integration process and create increased legal uncertainties for immigrants.

3.1.8. Use of the Immigrant Issue as a Political Tool in the Election Periods

During the workshop, it was noted that the issue of immigration is often used as a political
tool during election periods. Political parties develop strategies to gain votes by taking
positions on immigration, which in turn makes the social acceptance of immigrants more
difficult. The dominance of anti-immigrant discourse by opposition parties has pressured
the government to shift its immigration policies, resulting in harsher and more restrictive
measures during election times. This situation exacerbates racism and discrimination,
hindering the social integration of immigrants. As a result, political narratives based
on antiimmigrant sentiments contribute to social polarization and xenophobia, further
politicizing the issue during election cycles.

3.1.9. Accessibility of Legal Support Mechanisms

It was identified that immigrants had serious problems in accessing legal support
mechanisms. Participants noted that legal assistance and counseling services were
inadequate and immigrants had difficulties in accessing these services. As a matter of
fact, alegal counselor stated that immigrants were not sufficiently informed about their
legal rights and therefore many violations of rights were experienced. On the other hand,
the inadequacy of the legislation and the deficiencies in implementation, especially in
the areas of removal processes, deportation and alternative measures to administrative
detention, constitute a major problem for immigrants. Difficulties in obtaining legal
support and assistance in these processes make it difficult forimmigrants to defend their
rights and in many cases prevent the fair execution of legal proceedings. Inadequate
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legislation and uncertainties in practices cause immigrants to be deprived of legal
security in these processes.

3.1.10. Deportation Processes

It was reported that violations of laws and human rights have occurred during the
deportation processes of immigrants. Participants emphasized that these processes
should be conducted transparently and fairly. Additionally, instances such as
occasionally deporting children under the age of 18 alone, as well as deporting
the wrong individuals due to irregular practices, were highlighted. Furthermore, it
was noted that unlawful actions in removal centers often force immigrants to sign
documents under the pretense of voluntary return, with no clear standards due to
the arbitrary enforcement of deportation policies.

3.1.11. Family Fragmentation as a Result of Refoulement

It was stated that refoulement processes lead to family fragmentation and this
situation has deep traumatic effects on immigrant families. Participants emphasized
that family integrity should be protected during repatriation processes.

3.1.12. Challenges Faced by International Students

The workshop also highlighted the challenges faced by international students,
particularly the significant bureaucratic obstacles they encounter when obtaining
and renewing residence permits. These barriers disrupt their educational progress
and, in some cases, lead to students dropping out. Moreover, it was noted that
international students are often drawn into issues of discrimination and anti-
immigrant sentiment, where they are negatively portrayed in political discourses
and public debates, further reinforcing social prejudices. This environment makes
it difficult for international students to integrate academically and socially, limiting
their ability to successfully continue their education.

3.2 Recommendations

Duringthe workshop, participantsidentified keyfindings and offeredrecommendations
to address these issues. A summary of their recommendations is outlined and
explained below.

3.2.1. Development of Integration Programs in Schools

Special integration programs should be developed in schools to help immigrant
students adapt more effectively to the educational process. These programs
should incorporate multilingual educational materials to help students overcome
language barriers. Additionally,
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cultural awareness courses should be included in the curriculum, and special training
for teachers should be provided. Regular seminars and workshops should be held
to raise teachers’ awareness of the unique needs of immigrant students. On the
other hand, it was emphasized that the Conditional Education Assistance provided
by the Ministry of Family and Social Services should be expanded to prevent the
growing prevalence of child labor among immigrant children and ensure their regular
attendance in schools.

3.2.2. Improvement of Conditions for International Students

Economic difficulties and employment-related challenges faced by students were
also highlighted, with particular emphasis on issues such as insufficient scholarship
amounts, and the inability to cover housing and nutrition costs. Participants stressed
that bureaucratic obstacles related to residence permits need to be removed, and
access to health services should be made easier for students. Specifically, delays and
high costs in the residence permit process were noted as causing significant hardship
for students. In this context, recommendations were made to facilitate access to
residence permits and health services, address housing shortages, and increase
scholarship amounts.

3.2.3. Community-Wide Campaigns to Raise Awareness

Awareness-raising campaigns should be launched to reduce prejudice against
immigrants and promote social cohesion and participation. City- and neighborhood-
based projects, such as neighborhood gatherings and cultural exchange festivals,
should be organized to foster multiculturalism. These could include joint art and music
events for both local and immigrant communities. Additionally, informative brochures,
public service announcements, and social media campaigns should be employed to
reach a broader audience and enhance community understanding.

3.2.4. Regulation of the Media’s Discourse on Immigrants

A code of ethics should be established to regulate negative and biased media discourse
concerning immigrants. Training programs and workshops should be organized to
encourage media outlets to report on immigration issues impartially and accurately.
Additionally, stricter oversight and penalties should be implemented to enforce media
ethics and accountability.

3.2.5. Resolution of Accommodation Problems

Housing projects supported by local governments should undergo regular inspections
to ensure the quality of the homes provided. These inspections are crucial for improving
the living conditions of immigrants who are often forced to live in substandard and
unhealthy environments. Immigrants should be made more aware of their housing rights
and provided with the necessary legal support to defend these rights.
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3.2.6. Facilitation of Health Insurance Processes Including Registration

Tofacilitateimmigrants' accesstohealthcare, the healthinsurance andregistration
processes should be simplified. Language assistance should be expanded in
healthcare facilities to offer services in multiple languages. Mobile health services
need to be extended, with an increase in mobile clinics for immigrants in hard-
to-reach areas. Health centers should be established to facilitate immigrants’
access to health services and free counseling services should be provided at
these centers.

3.2.7. Improvement of Psychosocial Support Services

Psychosocial support services should be developed to enhance the psychological
wellbeing of immigrants. Individuals under protection should receive psychological
support, including regular individual and group therapy sessions led by expert
psychologists. These services must be culturally sensitive and tailored to the specific
needs of immigrants. Additionally, specialized therapy programs should be created
to address post-traumatic stress disorder and other mental health issues. Increasing
the number of women'’s shelters to protect immigrant women from neglect and abuse
is also deemed essential.

3.2.8. Expanding Employment Opportunities for Immigrants

Vocational training programs and job placement services should be implemented
to enhance the participation of immigrants in the labor market. Language courses
and occupational training programs should be organized to improve immigrants’
professional skills. Tax breaks and incentives should be offered to employers to
encourage the hiring of immigrants. Additionally, efforts should be made to empower
immigrant women by developing opportunities for them to create employment,
thereby reducing the population dependent on social assistance.

3.2.9. Ensuring Fair and Equal Working Conditions

Policies should be established to prevent discrimination in the workplace, ensuring
that immigrants can work under fair and equal conditions. Training and awareness-
raising programs focused on combating discrimination against immigrants should be
organized. Additionally, the frequency of inspections by labor inspectors should be
increased to enhance working conditions. The processes related to the Travel Permit
Certificate should be reorganized to facilitate access to employment opportunities.
Furthermore, support frominternational organizations should be provided to medium
and large-scale enterprises to help reduce unregistered employment.

3.2.10. Extending Legal Assistance Services

The scope of legal aid services for immigrants should be expanded. The number of
centers providingfreelegal advice shouldbeincreased, andinformational materials
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should be distributed to ensure the protection of immigrants’ rights. Immigrants should
be informed of their legal rights and provided with training to effectively defend them.
Legal aid centers should be made accessible in areas where immigrants live in large
numbers. It is of utmost importance to ensure that immigrants receive adequate
legal assistance, especially in sensitive legal processes related to removal centers,
deportation, and alternative measures to administrative detention. Developing
mandatory legal support mechanisms in cooperation with bar associations is crucial
in demonstrating the importance Tiurkiye places on human rights at the international
level.

3.2.11.Legal Support for the Prevention of Violence and Abuse

Judicial support mechanisms should be reinforced to prevent violence and violations
of the rights of immigrants. Police and security forces should receive training on how
to interact with immigrants, and rapid response teams for rights violations should be
established. Interpreter support should be provided to help immigrants overcome
language barriers when applying to judicial authorities. Additionally, special legal
provisions should be made to ensure the protection of immigrants during judicial
processes.

3.2.12. Educating Law Enforcement Officers for the Safety of Immigrants

Security training for law enforcement officials should be enhanced to ensure the safety of
immigrants. Security measures should be tightened in areas with a high concentration of
immigrants and special protocols should be developed for the protection of immigrants
in social incidents. Law enforcement officers should be provided with awareness training
on discrimination and ill-treatment of immigrants.

3.2.13. Preventing Abuse by Criminal Organizations

Awareness-raising and protective programs should be launched to prevent the
exploitation of immigrants by criminal organizations. International cooperation and
coordination on migration routes should be intensified and border security measures
should be enhanced to prevent irregular migration. Strict controls and criminal sanctions
should be enforced to prevent immigrants from being targeted by criminal organizations
involved in human trafficking and forced labor.

3.2.14. Legal Regulations to Protect the Rights of Immigrants

Existing laws need to be consolidated, and new legal regulations should be introduced
to protect the rights of immigrants. The process of preparing more detailed regulations,
particularly for the rights of Syrians under temporary protection status, should be
initiated.
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3.2.15. Sustainability of the Policies Regarding Immigrants

The sustainability of migration policies should be ensured, with long-term policies
developed to support the integration of immigrants. Migration policies need to
address all segments of society. In this context, a long-term migration strategy
plan should be developed under the coordination of the Presidency of Migration
Management.

3.2.16. Updating Action Plans and Establishing New Ones

Participants emphasized the need for a range of standards to address the diverse
aspects of migration and meet the needs of immigrants. Ambiguity on how to
tackle migration leads to divergent practices and sudden, dramatic policy shifts.
Participants emphasized that an action plan should be developed under the
coordination of the Presidency of Migration Management, involving key stakeholders
such as the Ministry of Family and Social Services, the Ministry of Labor and Social
Security, and the Ministry of Interior. In preparing such an action plan, it was noted
that collaborating with national and international non-governmental organizations
would enhance the development of field-oriented policies.

Participants also suggested the need for an action plan on integration, cohesion
and equal participation of immigrants. They emphasized the importance of lobbying
state mechanisms and stated that both opposing and supporting lobbies, along
with advocacy mechanisms, should be established to address concrete problems.
It was suggested that the action plan be structured as a 2+2 four-year framework,
considering Turkiye's electoral process. Additionally, short-term, medium-term, and
long-term objectives should be differentiated ased onideal, practical, and pragmatic
demands. Recognizing the importance of capacity building in communication and
knowledge production, participants highlighted the need for strong communication
and coordination to ensure consistency in discourse and meaning among individuals
and institutions working in this field.
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The findings from the workshop, aimed at exploring the problems
faced by immigrants in society and the solutions to these issues,
reveal that participants primarily emphasized the difficulties
immigrants encounter in economic, social, cultural, and political
spheres, as well as the impact of these challenges on social
cohesion. The negative impact of anti-immigrant sentiment,
discrimination, marginalization, and media representation on the
lives of immigrants has been explored from various perspectives.

The workshop identified key issues faced by immigrants,
including economic difficulties, housing problems, limited
access to health services, and challenges related to basic rights
like work permits. Participants emphasized the need to improve
immigrants’ living conditions. Particularly, improving the quality
of housing, facilitating access to health services and expanding
legal support mechanisms are recommended.

The participants highlighted that the media’s negative
discourse against immigrants fosters prejudice and
discrimination within public opinion. They emphasized that this
media-driven attitude threatens social harmony and hinders the
creation of a shared living space with immigrants. In response,
they recommended the development of training programs and
codes of ethics aimed at promoting impartial and accurate
reporting on immigrant issues. Additionally, they suggested that
media outlets should be monitored by an appropriate audit
mechanism to ensure compliance with these standards.

Participants also highlighted the unstable nature of migration
policies, emphasizing that this inconsistency hinders immigrants’
long-term planning and creates uncertainty. They stated that
the Presidency of Migration Management is inadequate in
formulating an effective migration strategy, and they called
for regulations to address policies that complicate immigrants’
adaptation. Additionally, they stressed the importance of
developing long-term and sustainable policies to protect
immigrants’ rights and promote social cohesion.

Legal problems faced by immigrants and human rights
violations during deportation processes were significant topics
of discussion at the workshop. Participants emphasized the
need to enhance legal support mechanisms and expand
judicial support services to prevent violence and abuse against
immigrants. They also highlighted the necessity of judicial
reforms to protect immigrants’ rights and ensure their access to
fair trial processes.

The role of non-governmental organizations in facilitating the
integration of immigrants into society was also emphasized.




CONCLUSION

Non-governmental organizations play a crucial role in advocating for immigrants’ rights,
raising awareness, and fostering social cohesion. It was recognized that supporting and
collaborating with these organizations is essential to promote the active participation of
immigrants in social life.
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
